Response Grid Items

Several items in this test require you to enter your answer on a response grid. The response grid shown in print has five answer boxes to write a numeral, fraction bar or decimal point. 

Directions for Completing the Response Grids
1. Find the answer to the problem.

2. Write your answer on your answer sheet, so that when transcribed, it will fit into the response grid.

3. Answers may take up to five spaces to fit in the grid. Answers may include a decimal point or fraction bar, but do not count Braille numeric indicators nor opening/closing fraction indicators when determining use of the five spaces in the grid.

Page 2: Graphics are omitted and directions have been changed as below.
Examples of Valid Responses

The Response Grids below show valid ways to enter an answer of 3/2.

· Grids A and B both show 3, fraction bar, and 2 written in three of the five spaces. 

· Grid C shows 1, decimal point, 5 written in three of the five spaces. 


· Grid D shows 1, decimal point, 5, 0 written in four of the five spaces. 

· The answers in Grids A and D end in the last box on the right. 

· The answers in Grids B and C start in the first box on the left.

Special Directions for Mixed Numbers, Decimals, Negative Numbers, and Percents

· Mixed numbers must be entered as decimals or improper fractions.  For example, an answer of 1 ½ should be entered as 1.5 or 3/2.

· Decimal answer should be entered as accurately as possible unless otherwise indicated in the problem.  Some answers may need to be rounded in order to fit in the Response Grid.

· No Response Grid items have negative answers.

· Percents must be entered as decimals or fractions.  For example, an answer of 50% should be entered as .5 or ½.
