PARCC Assessment Timeline:

· Jan., 2013 – Limited field testing in MD schools

· School year 2013-14 – Full field testing, all MD schools involved

· School year 2014-15 – Full administration of assessments

· Summer, 2015 - Set achievement levels, including college-ready performance levels 

 PARCC is based on an Evidence-Centered Design (ECD)

· Claims - Design begins with the inferences (claims) we want to make about students 
· Evidence - In order to support claims, we must gather evidence 
· Tasks - Tasks are designed to elicit specific evidence from students in support of claims
