

Lesson Seed #1
Grade 11: Independence


Lesson seeds are ideas for the standards that can be used to build a lesson. Lesson seeds are not meant to be all-inclusive, nor are they substitutes for instruction.

When developing lessons from these seeds, teachers must consider the needs of all learners. It is also important to build checkpoints into the lessons where appropriate formative assessment will inform a teacher’s instructional pacing and delivery.

Seed #1: Opening of Unit

Suggested Text: The word independence
Standards:

Write routinely over extended time frames (time for research, reflection, and revision) and shorter time frames (a single sitting or a day or two) for a range of tasks, purposes, and audiences.

4. Determine or clarify the meaning of unknown and multiple-meaning words and phrases based on grades 11–12 reading and content, choosing flexibly from a range of strategies.

c. Consult general and specialized reference materials (e.g., dictionaries, glossaries, thesauruses), both print and digital, to find the pronunciation of a word or determine or clarify its precise meaning, its part of speech, its

etymology, or its standard usage.

d. Verify the preliminary determination of the meaning of a word or phrase (e.g., by checking the inferred meaning in context or in a dictionary).

5. Demonstrate understanding of figurative language, word relationships, and nuances in word meanings.

Student Outcomes

· Students will conduct a word study of the word independence by examining its denotation, connotation, etymology, structure, and its relationship to other, related words (e.g., freedom, liberty, etc.)

· Students will write a working definition of the word independence and use that definition to write an initial response to the unit’s essential question. 

· Students will share their definition and response with their peers and revise based on peer feedback.

· Students will establish a writing portfolio that they will populate throughout the unit.
