

Lesson Seed #6
Grade 11: Independence


Lesson seeds are ideas for the standards that can be used to build a lesson. Lesson seeds are not meant to be all-inclusive, nor are they substitutes for instruction.

When developing lessons from these seeds, teachers must consider the needs of all learners. It is also important to build checkpoints into the lessons where appropriate formative assessment will inform a teacher’s instructional pacing and delivery.

Seed #6: Film Clips
Suggested Texts: Selected film clips representing different facets of or perspectives on the topic and essential question of the unit, e.g., Brother Bear, Ghandi, The Patriot, The Milagro Beanfield War, Breaking Away, Little Women, Whale Rider, Rabbit Proof Fence, etc.

Student Outcomes

· Students will view a variety of short video clips that explore different facets of the topic of independence.
· Students will select and apply a specific strategy for analyzing the ways in which each clip connects to the topic and essential question of the unit.
· Students will share the findings from their analyses by participating effectively in small-group discussions.
· Student will reflect in their journals on the ways in which the video clips deepen and advance the topic and essential question of the unit.
