	Student Outcomes
· Students will listen and observe closely during a read aloud (students read or participate in shared reading depending on levels) to answer text dependent questions.
· Students will define and give examples for reduce, reuse, and recycle. 
· Students will write in appropriate sequence to explain how to make a craft from a recycled item.
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Sample Activities:
· Students will learn about the 3 R’s – Reduce, Reuse, and Recycle.  Teacher will write the words on separate cards to display as each word is discussed. 
· Read the book and guide students to listen and observe closely using teacher generated text dependent questions.  
· After reading, the students will define reduce, reuse, and recycle.  Students will go back to the text to help them define each word and the teacher will display these definitions in the classroom.  
· Students will generate ways that they can reduce, reuse, and recycle some of the garbage they accumulate in their classroom.  The teacher will list these on the web. 
· Students can create craft projects from items they “save” from the garbage and write a narrative to explain the steps taken as they recycled to make a new item.
