	Essential Question:   What role do I play in an environment?  

	Focus Question:  How can I help the environment?  

	[image: Michael Recycle]Text/Resources:  Michael Recycle by Ellie Bethel


Summary:
The book tells the story of town full of wasteful lazy people who litter and certainly don't recycle. Michael Recycle arrives and teaches the people to clean up their act by recycling paper, plastic and cans and putting their rubbish in the bin. In the end the town is clean, bright and colorful and the people love Michael Recycle.  The rhyming dialogue is engaging to first grade students, and the illustrations describe the characters and events.  

	Standard(s) Applicable to this Lesson:

	Student Outcomes
· Students will recognize how rhyming words are similar and different
· Students will list words that rhyme
· Students will locate words in poems that rhyme
· Students will read the story or listen and observe closely during a read aloud to answer text dependent questions.
· Students will write a poem using a template and words that rhyme.
· Students will identify differences between literature and informational text.

	Sample Activities:
· The teacher will show students a set of word families and tell the students to read the words to themselves.  How are the words similar?  How are they different?  Guide students to see that we can make words rhyme simply by changing the beginning sounds of the words.  
· In groups, students will be given a word on a sheet of paper and will list as many words that they can think of that rhyme with that word, then share with the class.
· Independently, students will be given a poem in which they will underline or circle any words that rhyme.  
· Students read or listen closely to a read aloud of Michael Recycle to answer text dependent questions. 
· In a whole group setting and in groups, students will examine stanzas from Michael Recycle, finding rhyming words and discussing which parts of the rhyming words are the same and different.  
· The class will construct a poetry book about recycling.  Students will be given the following template and will fill in the blanks with rhyming words and phrases about recycling, then illustrate the message of the poem at the top of the page.  The poems will be made into a book to be put into the classroom library for all to enjoy.
