	Unit Title:  Teamwork                                                            

	Text:  Teamwork by Ann Morris

	Lesson Overview

	This lesson will begin the first week of the unit on Teamwork. The informational text about working as a team will provide additional information on the characteristics of an effective team and how individuals contribute to the effectiveness of the team. This lesson will aid in the understanding of “what is a team?”


	Teacher Planning and Preparation

	Student Outcomes	

	· Students will listen and observe closely during a read aloud to answer text dependent questions.
· Students will determine the purpose of various text features by viewing the photographs to gain information.
· Students will write complete sentences by distinguishing between a sentence and a fragment.
· Student will write a sentence to describe a team.

	Pre-Assessment

	Have students turn and talk to a partner about the concept of teamwork and share experiences about being part of a team.


	Lesson Procedure

	
1.  Motivation: Place students in groups of three.  Each person is given a puzzle piece.  They will try to figure out what their piece is individually.  Then the team will put their pieces together and they will see the whole picture.  (Each picture will depict a picture of teamwork or a picture from the text or cover of books in this unit.)  Ask, “How did you work together to solve the puzzle?”  
2. Present the book Teamwork by Ann Morris.  
Concepts of Print: Identify the parts of the book. Discuss the author and illustrator and their jobs. 
Genre: Preview the text. Explain that the book is informational text. Point out the features of the book which make it informational text.  
3. Read the book.  As you read discuss how the photographs provide more information which supports the text.  Discuss the different examples and purposes of teams from the book’s illustrations.  Guide students to listen and observe closely using teacher generated text dependent questions.
4. Create an organizational chart and have students share ideas from the text to complete the chart.

5. Writing:  Discuss the question:  What is team?  Explain to students that throughout this week we will learn about teams.  As a class, review the anchor chart titled:  What is a team?  Refer to the text to assist students in generating additional ideas about the characteristics of a team.    
· Students will draw a picture and write a sentence with a complete idea describing about a team. 
·  Model how to write a complete sentence.  
· Remind students that a complete sentence must have a complete idea and review the distinguishing features of a sentence with the student. 
6. Grammar Mini Lesson:  Explain that a sentence is a group of words that tells a whole idea.  Use sentences from the book to demonstrate complete sentences and sentence fragments.
Examples:  A team is a group that works together.

                    A team
                    A team is a group that plays together.  
Discuss: Which of the above is a sentence with a complete idea? 


	Lesson Closure

	Student products will be combined to make a class book.  The class book will be shared with the class and then placed in the classroom library.


	Assessment:  

	Teacher observation of the following:

· contributions to class chart
· quality responses to questions
· participation in cooperative learning activities
