	Unit Title:  Teamwork                                                            

	Text:  Swimmy and Teamwork

	Lesson Overview

	This cumulative activity concludes the first week of the unit “Teamwork”.  Students will revisit the characteristics anchor chart about teamwork and text from the week.  They will generate class rules for working on a team.  

	Teacher Planning and Preparation

	What is a team?

	Student Outcomes

	Students will contribute to a class discussion about rules for working on a team.
Students will recall events from text presented throughout the week.
Students will agree upon a set of rules for teamwork for their classroom 

	Text and Resources

· Class generated anchor chart “What is a team?”
· Chart paper

	Pre-Assessment

	Ask students to share with a partner, “How did the fish in the video clip from Finding Nemo solve their problem?”  “What made their teamwork effective?”  


	Lesson Procedure

	1. Revisit all the texts read.  Discuss the different examples and ideas of teams in the books, Teamwork.  and Swimmy.  Discuss how the characters worked as a team.
2. View the video:  Amazing example of teamwork - http://youtu.be/TRZnTfRingg
3. Present the question: What other kinds of things can only be done when everyone works together or cooperates?  Chart responses with students.  
4. Grammar/Writing:  Review that a sentence is a group of words that tells a whole idea.   Using the chart of student responses, edit responses so that each response is written as a complete sentence.  
5. Shared Writing;  Have students think-pair-share ideas for rules when working on an effective team.  As a class create a list of rules for working effectively as a team.  Have student sign the agreed upon list.  

	Lesson Closure

	Have students act out the rules from their class chart by demonstrating ruling the rules and not following the rules.      Students will write/illustrate in their daily writing journal, which rule they feel is the most important.
