	Student Outcomes:
· Students will ask and answer questions to compare information in texts.
· Students will compose a paragraph about their communities.


	Sample Activity:
While viewing the video clips, pause the videos so students can “stop and jot” their ideas about each type of community.  

Using the visual images, respond to the following questions:
· How does the images help us to better understand the types of communities?  
· How does viewing the video clips increase our understanding of communities?  
· What are the key ideas about the type of communities? 
Responses can be added to the K-W-L chart that was started on the first day of the unit. 

Extended Writing:  Participate in a shard writing experience about their own community.  Review what students have learned about their community by reading the alpha-box word wall and KWL chart.  Have students use these resources and the community Venn Diagram to develop an informative paragraph about their own community.  Students will work together to write a paragraph about their community and illustrate.  
Students can use these sentence starters as a springboard to their writing.

· My community has....
· I live in a community that.......
