	Unit Title:   Inventions, Week 2 Day 1 

	Grade Level:   2nd 

	Essential Question: How is creative thinking an important trait? 

	Focus Question: How do people come up with inventions? 

	Text/Resources 
Inventor McGregor by Kathleen T. Pelley 
Summary:   In this picture book, Inventor McGregor is inspired by his happy family in their higgledy-piggledy house to concoct all kinds of wild thingamabobs and thingamajigs. When the establishment recognizes his genius and moves him to a city studio, his inspiration dries up--until he takes his workshop back to his country home.  The text is peppered with colorful expressions, and the language gives the story a folkloric quality.

	Student Outcomes

· Students will explain how the major events in the story impact the main character. 

· Students will describe the main character’s traits based on evidence from the story.

· Students will explain how the illustrations were impacted by the major events in the story.



	Sample Activity:

· Read Inventor McGregor by Kathleen T. Pelley. As you read stop at pages 2, 5 and 11 and ask students to give a character trait for Hector McGregor. Ask students to explain their trait using evidence from the story. 

· Stop at pages 14-15 and tell the students to pay attention to close attention to the illustrations through 25. What do you notice about the illustrations? Also pay close attention to what happens to Hector McGregor. After reading page through 25 stop and discuss the connections between the illustrations and what was happening to Hector McGregor.

· Read to the end of the story and discuss how Hector McGregor changed throughout the story in response to the events. Do you still believe him to have all the traits that we discussed at the beginning? Why or why not?

· Routine Writing: Have students respond in their journal. What do you think Inventor McGregor’s most important character trait is? Explain using evidence from the text. OR Explain how Inventor McGregor came up with his ideas. Be sure to use evidence from the text. 

· Revisit the Week 2 Essential Question, How do inventors come up with their ideas? 
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
