	Student Outcomes

· Students will draw conclusions to form new ideas about the characteristics of inventors.
· Students will use the important points from our inventor stories to compare the characteristics of inventors. 

· Students will answer a question using key details in the text. 



	Sample Activity:

Analytic Writing Prompt: Based on the recent stories you have read about inventors, what are two characteristics that inventors have? Use details from the texts to support how the inventors showed these characteristics. 
1. Model finding a characteristic of Inventor McGregor using the graphic organizer. Record the key details that support the characteristic in the graphic organizer.

2. Have the students work with a partner to find a characteristic that describe Philo Farnsworth based on the key details in the story. Share your finding.

3. Have students work on their own to find a characteristic that describe George Crum based on the key details. Share as a class.

Have students take their planning sheet to write a response to the prompt above.  

Characteristics could include passionate about something, creative, problem-solver, persistent, etc…
