	Student Outcomes

	Sample Activity:

Read from the informative text and/ or view a video about kid inventors. Direct students to pay attention to how the ideas and concepts were generated.  Ask theme related questions to engage students in a class discussion to develop the focus questions.  Examples include:
· How did the children use their creative thinking to solve problems?

· What were the events that happened in their lives that caused them to brainstorm this invention?

Have students complete an organizer to display the cause and effect relationships in the text and/or videos.
Students write about the cause of one invention in their journal, using details from the text or media.
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
