	Unit Title:   Inventions, Week 5 Days 1-2

	Grade Level:   2nd 

	Essential Question: How is creative thinking an important trait? 

	Focus Question: How were everyday problems solved with inventions? 

	Text/Resources

Incredible Inventions by Lee Bennett Hopkins, “What to Do with a Popsicle?”                        

Text Complexity Considerations:
Quantitative Measure (Readability measures and other scores of text complexity):  Lexile: IG1020L

Qualitative Measure (Levels of meaning, structure, language conventionality and clarity, and knowledge demands):  Poets such as Joan Bransfield Graham, Kristine O'Connell George, J. Patrick Lewis, and Alice Schertle each single out one invention in this book of 16 poems. Their poetic styles vary from couplets to free verse and concrete poetry. Some poems are pure fun; others are a mix of facts and history. Four pages of informational paragraphs follow the chronologically arranged selections, followed by an illustrated time line.

	Student Outcomes

· Students will connect the key details in a paragraph to determine the topic of the paragraph.
· Students will describe how the repetition in “What to Do with a Popsicle” adds to the meaning of a poem.

· Students will explain how the illustrations used in shape poetry contribute to the meaning. 

· Students will participate in the shared writing of a theme poem.



	Sample Activities:

Day 1
· Read the section titled “Popsicles-1905” in on page 30 in Incredible Inventions. Read each paragraph separately and use a main ideas and detail organizer to record the key details. 
· Record the key details in the details section and then find how all the details are connected to determine the main idea of the paragraph. Provide modeling and guided practice as needed for the rest of the paragraphs. 
· Have students respond to the prompt in their journals: Based on these paragraphs, how did the inventor come up with the idea for inventing popsicles?

Day 2
· Read the poem, “What to Do with a Popsicle” on page 20 in Incredible Inventions. Ask the students what they notice about how the poem is set up differently than other poems. Discuss why the author may have written the poem like this. Also discuss why the author included repetition in the poem.
· Students reread the poem orally in pairs to practice and increase fluency.
