	Text/Resources

The Kid Who Invented the Popsicle by Don Wullfson
Text Complexity Considerations:
Quantitative Measure (Readability measures and other scores of text complexity):  Lexile: 1080 

Summary: Arranged in alphabetical order with anecdotal, fun-to-read text, this book includes 114 inventions and the amusing, sometimes amazing stories behind them. Each invention gets one page, with varying amounts of information. There are no illustrations inside, just a paragraph or so of text per page.

	Student Outcomes

· Students will identify key details in an informational text.
· Students will use multimedia to research an invention.
· Students will write an informative piece on an invention.

· Students will present an oral presentation on an invention, using audio and visual displays.

	Sample Activities:

Day 1

· Have students read together the page on the invention of the Popsicle to ask and answer questions about key details in the text.

· Students use an organizer to compare and contrast the poem, What to Do With a Popsicle” read earlier, and the information presented on The Popsicle in the text.

Day 2

· Students are assigned letters of the alphabet and the corresponding invention from the book.  Students work in groups to read about the invention.

· With guidance and support from adults, student groups use online and other media sources to gather additional information on their invention.

· Student groups prepare a written and oral report on the information gathered.

· Students will add audio and visual displays to clarify ideas during their oral presentation.

Day 3

· Student groups present a multimedia presentation, during which they answer questions from peers to clarify information presented.

· Students prepare an “Inventions A-Z” bulletin board or hall display.
