	Lesson Overview

	This is the first day of a 3-day performance assessment based on the book Iggy Peck, Architect by Andrea Beaty. Activities during Week 3 of this unit were purposefully written to align with activities in the performance assessment in order to expose students to similar writing experiences, etc.

· reading the book Iggy Peck, Architect by Andrea Beaty ahead of time to determine whether students would be able to read the text on their own or if a teacher read-aloud is the better option in relation to student ability

· 1 copy of the book Iggy Peck, Architect (Beaty: Abrams Books for Young Readers, 2007) to be read aloud by teacher or 1 copy for each student completing the assessment (depending on teacher decision regarding students’ reading ability)

	Lesson Procedure

	1. Share with students the standards on which they will be assessed today.

2. Read aloud (or have students read independently based on student reading ability) the text Iggy Peck, Architect by Andrea Beaty.  (Step 1 listed on Performance Assessment packet)

3. Students complete questions #1-4 to determine character traits and questions #5-6 to determine the meaning of specific words using context.  (Step 2 listed on Performance Assessment packet)
