Lesson Seed #5 Making a Difference
Text: Give Me Liberty Chapters 17-23
Length: 2 days

Student Outcomes
1. Students will be placed in one of seven groups, and each group will be assigned one of the seven chapters in this section of the novel.
2. Students will read their assigned chapter; discuss the chapter with their group, and record notes of the important events, character shifts, etc. Students requiring additional support should have text chunked for accessibility and, if necessary, cued for events, characters, etc.
3. Students in each group will compose a collective summary of their assigned chapter. Each student will have his/her copy of the summary.
4. Students will be assigned to seven new groups where each of the seven chapters within the section is represented. Each student within the group will share the summary of their assigned chapter so that all students have knowledge of the details of the seven chapters within the section.
5. Each cooperative student group will meet to discuss their assigned character/s and add to their note taking organizers based upon new details from chapters 17-23.
