Text: Give Me Liberty Chapters 37-39
Length: 1 day

Standards

Student Outcomes
1. Students will read independently chapter 37-39 of the novel.
1. Each cooperative student group will meet to discuss their assigned character/s and add to their note taking organizers based upon new details from chapters 37-39.

Teacher Note
These chapters may be assigned by groups or even joined with the next to last set of chapters in the novel and assigned in whatever manner the teacher wishes. The purpose is reading the conclusion of the novel to add notes to the ongoing character charts begun in the first section of chapters in preparation for the summative assessment.
