Lesson Seed #3 Making a Difference
Text: Give Me Liberty Chapters 6-8
Length: 1 day

Standards

Student Outcomes
1. Students will read independently chapters 6-8 of the novel.
2. Students will summarize orally the argument between the gentleman and the frontiersman in chapter seven and conclude the oral summary with how the argument was settled.
3. Students will be placed in small groups to refocus or reread, if necessary, chapter 8 of the novel.
4. Students will isolate the key points of the background information provided by Basil about the tensions between the colonies and Great Britain. For students requiring more support, provide a checklist to assure that all points of the task are completed. In addition, text may need to be chunked and key points cued for students requiring further support.
5. Each student group will present an oral summary of that information to the rest of the class. 
6. Each cooperative student group will meet to discuss their assigned character/s and add to their note taking organizers based upon new details from chapters 6-8.
