Lesson Seed Prototype

Focus Standards

Student Outcomes/Suggested Instructional Activities
· Share with students the Antiques Roadshow website www.pbs.org/wbgh/roadshow . Show clips of several different historical and sports related items. Play the game: What is it worth to you?
· Introduce the unit title, Changes over time—The Ethics of Selling History or Civil War fort at Jamestown is dug up to get at 1607 site. 

· Share the unit’s essential questions:  What is argument? How does it differ from opinion? Why do some people choose to sell historical artifacts, while others choose to preserve history for all?

· Students Think-Pair-Share their ideas/opinions/arguments/responses to the essential questions.
· Have students respond to the following writing prompt: Is it ok to sell history? Why or why not?
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
