Lesson Seed Prototype

Lesson seeds are ideas for the standards that can be used to build a lesson. Lesson seeds are not meant to be all-inclusive, nor are they substitutes for instruction. When developing lessons from these seeds it is crucial that a teacher considers Universal Design for Learning and the needs of all learners. It is also important to build checkpoints into the lessons where appropriate formative assessments will inform a teacher’s instructional pacing and delivery.

Student Outcomes/Suggested Instructional Activities
· Show students a short scene from either Raiders of the Lost Ark or National Treasurer. Ask students to compose a short job description for either of the main characters and respond to the question: Would you like to have this job? Why/why not? 
· Share formal job descriptions for both an archaeologist and museum curator. Have students highlight aspects of each job that sound interesting to them. 
· Group students and have them compose a list of pros and cons related to each job. Students should be encouraged to reach consensus determining which job is “better” and share their group’s choice with reasoning and justification supported by the job descriptions.
· Introduce the task: As a group, you will design a museum box and/or museum exhibit for the Smithsonian Institution about the First Emperor of China. After reading several articles about him, you will need to determine how you will portray this historical figure – as a paranoid tyrant or as an agent of positive change?
· Provide time for students to explore the museum box website: http://museumbox.e2bn.org/ to develop a plan for its use.
· Prompt students to think about the film clip and the information they learned about the jobs of an archaeologist and museum curator. Using what they know about each of the jobs, was the main character from the film clip a renegade or historical preservationist? Why or why not?
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
