Lesson Seed Prototype
Lesson seeds are ideas for the standards that can be used to build a lesson. Lesson seeds are not meant to be all-inclusive, nor are they substitutes for instruction. When developing lessons from these seeds it is crucial that a teacher considers Universal Design for Learning and the needs of all learners. It is also important to build checkpoints into the lessons where appropriate formative assessments will inform a teacher’s instructional pacing and delivery.

Materials and/or Text(s): 
· Access to multiple laptop computers and/or LCD projection for display and sharing of student created museum boxes (http://museumbox.e2bn.org/) (optional)
· Student created advertisements, posters, and/or pamphlets of museum exhibits about Ch’in Shih Huang Ti
· Teacher created peer reflection and/or feedback form for students to complete as part of the group presentations

Student Outcomes/Suggested Instructional Activities
· Provide time for students to meet with their “Museum Curator” partners to finalize their advertisements and or museum boxes (http://museumbox.e2bn.org/) about Ch’in Shih Huang Ti. 
· Direct students to select one “expert” curator to share their group’s product with the class. Circulate to determine the order of presentations and to solicit a volunteer group as “first in line” for class feedback.
· Review the components of the teacher created peer reflection/feedback form. 
· Model completion of the peer reflection/feedback form using a think-aloud as the first group presents. 
· Have students individually complete the peer reflection/feedback as each group presents. Students should be instructed to self-reflect when their group’s product is presented.
· Determine the number of groups that presented Ch’in Shih Huang Ti as a paranoid tyrant compared to those who presented him as an agent of positive change. 
· Have students return to their paragraph from LP02 to determine if they have changed their position after weighing the facts and reasoning supporting the opposing stance. 
· Direct students to extend their writing by reflecting on the opposing stance and using facts and ideas from the presentations to support and/or modify their prior position on the issue.
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
