· Provide students with a copy of the Text Wondering Chart: http://www.readwritethink.org/files/resources/lesson-docs/TextWonderingChart.pdf
· Explain to the class that they will be completing the chart as they read the text. In the left-hand column they will be recording important words from the text along with the page number. In the right-hand column they will be recording questions they have about the text. 

· Model the use of the chart by reading the letter from Mrs. Frankweiler to her lawyer. As you read the letter to the students, record important words you find and questions you may have.

· Explain to the students that they will continue reading the text and recording their questions and reactions. (Students will use the “wonderings” to facilitate student led discussions of the book.)
· Homework:  Read Chapters 1-2 (or an equivalent amount in chosen novel). Continue to use the “Wonderings” chart to record your reactions to the text as you read.
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
