Student Outcomes/Suggested Instructional Activities
· Divide student into 2 or more groups to facilitate sharing the questions they have developed.

· Have the students share all of the questions they have developed. Remind students that all questions have merit. The groups should use the Description of Question Types to classify each question shared. Groups should ensure that there is at least one question for each type. Ask students to develop questions for any type that are missing.  

· Regroup students to close the session by sharing the questions that have been developed by each group. 

· Inform students that they will be discussing the answers to the questions in their groups tomorrow.

· Homework: Read chapters 5-6. Continue recording quotes, wonderings and creating questions as the text is read.
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
