Student Outcomes/Suggested Instructional Activities

· Facilitate a discussion with the students about participating in the seminar using the questions they have been creating.

· For the first seminar, consider using a Fishbowl (http://hostedweb.cfaes.ohio-state.edu/bdg/pdf_docs/d/F03.pdf ) structure in which one group of students is participating in the discussion while the other group is observing the interaction.

·  Remind students participating in the discussion that they should choose a variety of types of questions to discuss. 

· Remind students who are observing to make note of the interactions during the discussion.

· If time permits, switch the groups after about 20 minutes. 

· Regroup students at the end of the session. Have students reflect on the process of the seminar discussion by using a quickwrite to respond to the following question: What can we do better next time?
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
