Lesson Seed Prototype
Lesson seeds are ideas for the standards that can be used to build a lesson. Lesson seeds are not meant to be all-inclusive, nor are they substitutes for instruction. When developing lessons from these seeds it is crucial that a teacher considers Universal Design for Learning and the needs of all learners. It is also important to build checkpoints into the lessons where appropriate formative assessments will inform a teacher’s instructional pacing and delivery.

Student Outcomes/Suggested Instructional Activities
· Provide students with the opportunity for peer evaluation/assessment of their rough drafts. 
· Choose from one of the following methods for peer evaluation/assessment. (See resources below.)
· Praise, Question, Polish
· Argument Revision Tool
· Consider having students respond to the following questions as they evaluate/assess each other’s rough drafts.
· In what ways does the introduction used by the writer prepare you for the argument? How effectively does it frame the issue?
· How clearly is the writer’s position stated and developed?
· Consider the writer’s use of evidence. Is it appropriate? Are there points at which additional evidence would be useful? 
· How effective is the conclusion? Does it do more than simply restate the content of the essay? How might it be improved?
· Have students use the peer evaluation/assessment responses to revise their rough drafts.


PRAISE, QUESTION, POLISH
PRAISE: Find at least one thing (and preferably more) that you think is good about the paper. Was it well-written? Was it logical and on subject? Did the writer use good word choices and vivid verbs? 
QUESTION: Point out at least one thing in the paper about which you may have a question. Was there something you didn’t understand? Were there places where the writer wandered off topic? Was there room to better explain an idea or give examples?
POLISH: Point out at least one thing that could make the paper better. Be positive and be sure to give some examples of how you think the paper could be improved.
