Student Outcomes/Suggested Instructional Activities
· Prepare students for their participation in a Socratic Seminar discussion centering on the essential question of the unit.
· Students should organize their notes and review the questions developed related to the issue for debate: Why do some people choose to sell historical artifacts while others choose to preserve history for all? Is it ethical to sell historical artifacts for profit?
· Students should review the arguments they developed for their particular artifact or historical location and be prepared to discuss their conclusions as part of the seminar.
· Students may want to practice articulating their arguments in small groups in order to be ready for the seminar.
· Review the ground rules for class discussion and the rubric that will be used to assess student participation.
· Prompt students to develop a short journal response detailing the argument(s) they will use during the seminar to defend their position.
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
