Lesson Seed Prototype

Student Outcomes/Suggested Instructional Activities

· Lead students in a discussion to develop a working definition of “Point of View” /Perspective.

· Have students refer to their dialectical journals to identify the narrative shift in order to develop an understanding of the text.

· Create a T-chart to help students  analyze the point of view of Ben Carson vs. Susan Warnick 

· Pair or group students to reread/skim the first half of Chapter 18 using a shared reading strategy of their choice. List on the T-chart any information noted from Ben Carson’s point of view.

· Have students independently complete rereading/skimming the rest of Chapter 18, listing information gained from Susan Warnick’s point of view on the T-chart.

· Regroup students to discuss new information about Ben Carson gained from Susan Warnick’s narrative. 

· Have students respond to the following question: 

·  Why do you think Ben Carson chose to include Susan Warnick’s narrative in his book?
· Assign Chapter 19 to be read at home. Remind students to reflect on the chapter using their dialectical journals.
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
