Standards:

Student Outcomes
Students will
· closely read a text (poem, essay, story, or excerpt) to identify diction, imagery, and structure that impacts meaning.
· analyze how connotation, diction, and structure convey the theme of identity: how multiple complex factors, including culture, family, peers, environment, affect a writer or speaker’s identity. 
· write an explanatory essay, based on their close reading, which explains how the author uses diction, imagery, and structure to convey the speaker’s identity.
· write in an on-demand setting.



Considerations
· Debrief the close reading before students write the essay.
· Differentiate the texts.
· Provide graphic organizers.
· Allow students to revise and polish the essay after receiving either peer or teacher feedback.
