	Unit Title:  Caring About Myself and Others

	Grade Level:   Kindergarten

	Essential Question:   How do I learn about myself and others?

	Focus Question: Who am I in the school?  What is my role?

	Student Outcomes:
· Students will be able to recognize different types of texts, distinguishing songs, poems, and stories.
· Students will engage in group reading experiences with purpose and understanding.
· Students will recognize and name letters of the alphabet.
· Students will follow words from left to right, top to bottom.
· Students will recognize that spoken words can be represented in written language.
· Students will read emergent-reader text during shared reading of poems.
· Students will participate in conversations about kindergarten topics and texts.
· Students will answer questions about key details in a text.
· Students will use dictation and drawing to compose a class book about school.


	Sample  Activities:
Day 1
· Sing song using video, Kindergarten Here We Come, http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=LffOERmvkos
· Students participate in shared reading of poem on a large chart, Kindergarten Here We Come.  Reinforce foundational skills during shared reading (e.g., following words left to right, understanding that words are separated by spaces, punctuation).
· Introduce and read the text, Miss Bindergarten Gets Ready for Kindergarten by Joseph Slate, and engage students in an interactive read aloud. Pause to monitor understanding with text dependent questions.
· Display letters of the alphabet to match each character while reading. (Take observational notes to formatively assess student knowledge of letters of the alphabet)
· Ask students, “How do you get ready for school?  Have students Turn and Talk” to a partner about how they get ready for school.  Provide a tool such as letter cards to guide students in taking turns in a discussion.
· Students dictate a class chart with details about how they get ready for school.
Day 2
· Sing song using video, Alphabet Rap, http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=wL1ADN1sVVc&feature=related
· Students participate in shared reading of Kindergarten acrostic. Students read the alphabet letters and familiar sight words.  Reinforce foundational skills
· Reread the story Miss Bindergarten Gets Ready for Kindergarten.  Pause again to monitor understanding with text dependent questions.
· Have students compose a class book “At School". Students identify and arrange sight words (I, school, at) as teacher scribes to make a sentence about what they like to do at school…..At school I…..
· Students add drawings to the pages of the class book to be placed in the class library.

Possible Extension
· Students sing song with video: The Helping Song http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=SmnxhE0ZC_8&feature=related . Students write a sentence about how they help at school.
