	Sample Activities: Week 4, Day 5 – Lesson Seed

Shared Reading/Companion Texts 
Sing the song about the seasons “4 Seasons in a Year”.  Introduce and read One Red Apple By Harriett Zieffert.  Compare the experiences of the characters in the story to the characters Arnold and Annie from this past week’s stories.  How do they experience the seasonal cycle of the apple tree?  Have each student determine which is their favorite book?  

Language/Speaking/Listening:
Have students state a favorite book about the cycle of apple trees.

Writing-Formative Assessment
Draw and dictate a preference by completing the sentence frame, using a word bank:  My favorite book about apple trees is  ________ because ___________. 

Speaking/Listening/Technology
Display digital photos of gear designs made yesterday by students.  Have students demonstrate how they work together.  Discuss how the turning of gears is like the independence of cycles.  Refer to the cyclestaught on the cumulative bulleting board.

Watch class-made, summative digital slide show about cycles.  
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
