	 Sample Activities:  Week 1 - Day 2

Shared Reading:  
The House in the Night by Susan  Marie Swanson; Interactive chart

Sing song-Hush Little Baby. Reread interactive chart together. Reinforce foundational skills. Revisit story to identify what is found inside and outside the house that the illustrator illuminated with goldenrod color. Discuss what makes “a home of light” and how the illustrations create a sense of security and wonder.

Interactive Read-Aloud:  
Earth Cycles by Michael E. Ross, Introductory page, Chapter:  Day Cycles
Develop the concept of day and night as a cycle.
