	Sample Activities Week 1 - Day 3

Shared Reading:  
The House in the Night by Susan  Marie Swanson; Interactive chart

Sing song-Hush Little Baby. Reread interactive chart together reinforcing foundational skills. Read poem and discuss how books lead us to “find unexpected keys to things, locked up beyond imaging”. Relate this verse to the imaginary journey in the story.  

Interactive Read-Aloud:  
Earth Cycles: by Michael E. Ross,   Chapter:  Moon Around
Introduce moon phases as a cycle.
