	Week 1 - Day 4

Shared Reading:  
What the Sun Sees – What The Moon Sees by Nancy Tafuri
Sing song. Reread interactive chart together. Reinforce foundational skills. Introduce and read selection. Identify what the sun and moon see. Demonstrate that this book is a circle story. Compare it to The House in the Night.  Explain how a circle story is like a cycle.

Interactive Read-Aloud:  
How Long Is a Day? by Claire Clark, pages 4 -11.
Identify the seven days in a week and that they represent a cycle.

Formative assessment:  
Make a days-of-the-week bracelet or necklace. Sing or recite the days of the week.
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
