	Sample Activities:

Shared Reading: 
Song: Up All Night
Good-Night, Owl! by Pat Hutchins
Introduce song and teach vocabulary: nocturnal.  Read Good-Night, Owl!  Discuss the owl’s problem and solution. Identify the animals and their sounds in order to create an interactive chart for shared reading.
Interactive Read-Aloud:  
Song: Whoo Could It Be?
[bookmark: _GoBack]All from an Oak Tree (portions) by Daniel Jacobs
Introduce and sing owl song. Identify animals that live in (around or under) a tree, as identified in the text.
Cooperative Group Writing:
Formative assessment:  
Draw and label one animal that lives in (around or under) a tree for the class list, using a word bank.
