	Sample Activities:

Shared Reading 
Good-Night, Owl! by Pat Hutchins
interactive chart Good-Night, Owl!
Sing songs. Reread interactive chart together. Reinforce foundational skills: different types of print (hyphenated sound words).
Interactive Read-Aloud:  
Song: Winter Sleep
Squirrels All Year Long by Melvin Berger
Introduce song or poem about squirrels. Introduce that animals respond to environmental changes in a seasonal cycle.
Discuss how squirrels respond to seasonal changes in a cycle.
Shared Writing:
Formative assessment: Contribute to a shared writing about squirrels throughout the seasons. 
Formative assessment: Draw/dictate one fact about the seasonal behavior of squirrels.
