Shared Reading: 
Good-Night, Owl! by Pat Hutchins
Interactive chart Good-Night, Owl!
Sing songs. Reread interactive chart together. Retell story through dramatization, having students assume the roles of different characters (birds, owl) in a play or puppet show.  

Interactive Read-Aloud:  
Poem:  Something Told The Wild Geese by Rachel Field
Display migration poem and read together. Discuss how the poet describes the migration of the geese. Discuss the importance of the word, something.
