Shared Reading 
Sing the song about the seasons “4 Seasons in a Year”.  Review over interactive chart for shared reading.  Reinforce foundational skills.    Read and revisit the text The Seasons of Arnold’s Apple by Gail Gibbons.  Revisit text to describe how the tree changes throughout the seasons, describing his activity. 
  
Interactive Read-Aloud:  
Read Apples for Everyone By Jill Esbaum.  Introduce vocabulary: skin, core, seed, and stem.  Identify different types of apples to determine individual preferences.

Language/Speaking/Listening:
Have students state a favorite type of apple.
