Prekindergarten Unit 2– How Things Change			Lesson Seeds: Week 3 day 1, 2, 3, 4


Big Question:  How do we change things?
Day One
Text: Little Blue and Little Yellow  by Leo Lionni

Student Outcomes
· Students will respond to text by recalling facts about the characters actions and the color mixtures.
· Students will predict the color that will result from the mixture of paint colors by drawing/writing.

The teacher will read Little Blue and Little Yellow by Leo Lionni and facilitate a discussion about how the characters feelings change. Student will recall what happened when the colors “mixed”.  Students will predict the outcome of color mixing based on information from the text by completing a journal entry. Students will explore mixing of primary colors as modeled in text and song.
Day Two
Text: Watch What Happens?  by Marsha Grant or video clip of physical changes of objects (Ice melting, blowing up a balloon).

Student Outcomes
· Students will use prior knowledge and experiences to make connections to the text or video clip.
· Students will draw/write about the physical changes that occur in the text or video clip.

Teacher will open lesson with a song about color blending from Day 1.  Lead a collaborative discussion about physical changes observed previous day and in text or video clip. Students will write/draw about the changes that occurred.
Day Three
Text: The Mixed Up Chameleon by Eric Carle
Standards:

Student Outcomes
· Students will use prior knowledge and experiences to make connections to the text by discussing how color affects the character in the story.
· Students will respond to the text by drawing/writing about their favorite part of the story.
Teacher will read Mixed Up Chameleon by Eric Carle. Lead a collaborative discussion about how the chameleon changed in the story both physically and emotionally. Students will draw or write about their favorite part of the story.

Day Four
Text: Kite Day, a Bear and Mole Story by Will Hillenbrand, Holiday House, 2012.
Standards:

Student Outcomes
· After reading, students will engage in conversations to facilitate recall of details in order to answer questions about the text
· Students will begin to demonstrate an understanding of sequential order, including how the kite changed in the story.
· Students will identify and draw changes in the kite.

Lesson Ideas: Listen to, sing, or read aloud “Five Little Kites” by Dr. Jean. (See attachment.) Discuss experience the children have had with kites and relate to season by asking when many people like to fly kites and why. Then read aloud the story, Kite Day, A Bear and Mole Story asking students to watch and listen for how the kite changes in the story. After reading, lead a collaborative discussion about how the characters changed the objects to make something new, a kite. .
Sample Questions for Discussion
· What did Bear and Mole use to make the kite?
· How did Bear change the pole to use it for the kite?
· How did Mole change the paper to use it for the kite?
· Why do you think Bear and Mole made the kite?
· What happened to the kite?
· Why did mother bird say, “Thank you”?

After the discussion, students will draw/write about the changes in the kite throughout the story.
Five Little Kites

One, two, three, four, five little kites
