	Unit Title: How Things Change?     Week One:  How do we change the things around us.



	 Week 3/ Day 5 Lesson Overview

	· This is a single day lesson
· After re-reading the story from day 4, Kite Day: A Bear and Mole Story, students will identify changes made by the characters in the story and construct a new item from old materials.

	Teacher Planning and Preparation

	· Gather a variety of items for construction (empty cups, toilet paper rolls, bottle caps, milk cartons, etc)

	Essential Question

	How do we change the things around us?

	Student Outcomes

	· Students will be able to respond to the text after reading
· Students will be able to retell the story, Kite Day, in an appropriate sequence.
· Students will be able to orally communicate information about their constructed item.
· Students will be able to construct a new item from everyday materials.


	Materials

	· Kite Day: A Bear and Mole Story  by Will Hillenbrand (2012), Holiday House, picture book
· Collection of everyday materials for construction (empty plastic cups, toilet paper rolls, bottle caps, string, straws, rice or beans, rubber bands, paper, glue, etc)
· Chalkboard/Whiteboard/Chart paper and writing tools for documenting student responses.

	Pre-Assessment

	· The unit was prepared for teachers to use in the spring of the school year. With this in mind, the teacher will be able to pre-assess students via whole-group, small group and or one-to-one discussions regarding the students background knowledge, reading readiness skills and oral language skills

· Day 4 activities will provide background knowledge about kites and how different forces can change items.  

	Lesson Procedure

	· Students will recite Five Little Kites by Dr.(see Appendix A) 

· Show students the paper plate kites that they constructed on Day 4. Discuss what happened when they flew their kites outside and the changes that occurred. 
· Review the sequence of events from Kite Day. Have students identify the characters and the events that occur at the beginning, middle and end of the story. 
· Re-read Kite Day aloud setting the purpose for students to look for the changes in the kite throughout the story. Discuss the story after reading. Ask: How did Bear and Mole change the paper and string at the beginning for the story? What other changes happened as they flew the kite? How did the kite change at the end of the story? 
· Show the students one of the items for the construction activity (ex. Toilet paper roll). Discuss how the item could be changed (ex. Telescope). Demonstrate how to use the new item. 
· With students’ help, create a list of new uses for the example item. Write this list on the chalkboard/whiteboard/chart paper. 
· Provide students with the different materials to construct new items. Provide students with scissors, glue, tape, writing materials, etc. to use in their construction.


	Lesson Closure

	Have students share their new items and their uses at the end of the lesson. Ask students to apply and answer the lesson’s essential question about their constructed item: How did you change the old item into something new?
