	Essential Question:  How do things change?

	Week One Focus Question:  How do things around us change?

	Text:  Little Mouse’s Big Secret by Éric Battut
Standards: L.PK.5c,  RL.PK.1, RL.PK.4, SL.PK.2, W.PK.3
Discuss story vocabulary and make predictions about contents of a secret bag, leading to a discussion of sharing and changes around us after reading the story aloud.

	Text:  Little Mouse’s Big Secret by Éric Battut
Standards: RL.PK.1, RL.PK.2, RL.PK.7, SL.PK.4 , W.PK.3
Lead a collaborative discussion about how the tree in the story changes as it grows.  Children use actions and drawings to retell how the tree changed.

Children will work together to identify story characters and then role play events from the story in order.  Finally students will order pictures of story events.

	Text:  Changes
by Marjorie N. Allen and Shelley Rotner
Standards: RI.PK.1, RI.PK.3, RI.PK.9, SL.PK.2, W.PK. 3
Children learn about how plants change as they grow, then grow plants from seeds and record changes in the growth of the plants.

Standards: RI.PK.1, RI.PK.3, RI.PK.7, SL.PK.2, W.PK. 3
Children discuss and describe seasonal changes using pictures and their own experiences, then learn about and discuss changes in trees across seasons.

	Week two Focus Question:  How I change?

	Text: The Growing Story 
             by Ruth Krauss
Standards: RL.PK.1, RL.PK.3, W.PK.1, SL.PK.2, RF.PK.4
Lead a collaborative discussion about changes within the story including; seasonal changes in setting, and character‘s physical changes. Draw/ Write about favorite part of the story

	Text: The Growing Story 
             by Ruth Krauss
Standards: L.PK.5c.,RL.PK.1, RL.PK.2, RF.PK.4, SL.PK.2 
Teacher will use Think Aloud strategies to summarize story using illustrations. Sequence three pictures of the chick and three pictures of the puppy to demonstrate their physical change throughout the story.

Lead a collaborative discussion about identifying events in the story that demonstrate characteristics of friendship.

 Teacher will use Think Aloud strategies to summarize story using illustrations. Students will role play portions of the story that illustrate a change in character’s feelings.

Standards: RL.PK.1, RL.PK.9 SL.PK.2, RF.PK.4
Using illustrations lead a class discussion about how the character’s feelings change throughout the story.
Students will compare the problems the main characters encounters in Memoirs of a Goldfish to the characters problem in Matthew and Tilly.

	Week Three Focus Question:  How do we change things?

	Text: Little Blue and Little   
          Yellow  by Leo Lionni

Standards: RL.PK.1, RL.PK.2, RL.PK.3, RF.PK.4, W.PK.1
Students will explore mixing of primary colors as modeled in text and song. They will predict the outcome of color mixing based on information I text by completing a journal entry.

	Text: Watch What Happens?  by Marsha Grant or video clip of physical changes of objects (Ice melting, blowing up a balloon).
Standards: RL.PK.1, RL.PK.2, RL.PK.3, RF.PK.4, W.PK.1
Lead a collaborative discussion about physical changes observed previous day and in text or video clip. Students will write/draw about the changes that occurred.

	Text: The Mixed Up Chameleon  by Eric Carle
Standards: RL.PK.1, RL.PK.3, RF.PK.7, W.PK.1, W.PK.3, SL.PK.2
Lead a collaborative discussion about how the chameleon changed in the story both physically and emotionally.

	Text: Kite Day, a Bear and Mole Story by Will Hillenbrand
Standards: RL.PK.1, RL.PK.3, W.PK.2, SL.PK.2, RF.PK.4
Lead a collaborative discussion about how the characters changed the objects to make something new (kite).  Students will draw/write about the changes in the kite throughout the story.
