	Grade: PreK
	Unit Title: How Things Change?     Week One:  How do things around us change?



	Week One/Day One:  Lesson Overview – Vocabulary Development

	· The lesson can be completed in one day.
· Students develop an understanding of lesson vocabulary (secrets, change, share) and the unit topic of change using the story Little Mouse’s Big Secret and a discussion about a secret bag of apples. 

	Teacher Planning and Preparation

	· Hide several apples in a bag before the lesson begins.

· Bring in a table knife that can be used to cut apples and a cutting board
· Wear some item of clothing that can be changed such as a scarf or sweater.

	Essential Question

	Day One: What does it mean for something to change?

	Student Outcomes

	· Students will respond to text after reading by recalling details, 

· Students will be able to describe a change they observe in someone’s appearance.
· Students will be able to answer questions about details in the story, Little Mouse’s Big Secret.
· Students will be able to use drawing to communicate a personal story about sharing.


	Materials

	· Little Mouse’s Big Secret by Éric Batttut; Sterling Children’s Books, 2011
· Brown paper bag with 3-6 apples suitable for cutting and eating
· Small cutting board and table knife for cutting apples

· Chalk board or white board for writing student responses

	Pre-Assessment

	· This unit was prepared for teachers to use in the spring of the school year.  With this in mind teachers will be able to pre-assess students via whole group, small group, and/or one-to-one discussions regarding the students’ background knowledge, reading readiness skills and oral language skills. As an example for this lesson teachers might post and read aloud vocabulary words: secret, change, and share, then ask student to tell what they think the words mean.

	Lesson Procedure

	· Show students the bag of apples, but tell them that what is inside is a secret. Discuss the meaning of the word secret. Tell student that a secret is something you know but you don’t tell to everyone. Record student guesses about what might be inside your secret bag.  Tell students that the mouse in today’s story has a secret and that the story has something to do with what is in your bag. As you read the story ask student to think about what might be in your secret bag. 

· Conduct an Interactive Read Aloud of the story, Little Mouse’s Big Secret, and then check for understanding including scaffolding to higher order questions. Ask text dependent questions such as: What was Mouse’s secret? How do you know Mouse did not want to tell anyone his secret? How did the others find out what Mouse’s secret was? How did mouse’s apple change so that he could share it with his friends and still have his own apple? 
· Then ask if anyone wants to change their guess about what is in your secret bag and why. Discuss meaning of the word change. Demonstrate change by changing something about your clothing such changing a scarf, taking off a sweater, or switching your shoes. Ask individual students to change something about their appearances with your help while hidden. Then have other students try to guess the secret changes.
· Finally show students the apples in your secret bag. Discuss that there are not enough apples for you to share one with each student. Ask student how you could change the apples to share them with everyone. Discuss meaning of the word share. Cut apart and share apple slices with students. (Be sure to check for food restrictions.)  
· Have students draw a picture of a change depicted in Little Mouse’s Big Secret. Have students share their pictures and describe the change they depicted based on the text in pairs or small groups.

	Lesson Closure

	Post and read aloud the question: How do things around us change? With students help review how the appearance of some of the students changed, how the apples in the bag were changed, and how mouse’s apple in the story changed. Ask student if they can give examples of other things in your room or school that have changed. Tell students that this week they will be learning about how things around them change. 
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
