Lesson Seed: Week 1, Day 3
Lesson Seed Prototype

Lesson seeds are ideas for the standards that can be used to build a lesson. Lesson seeds are not meant to be all-inclusive, nor are they substitutes for instruction. When developing lessons from these seeds it is crucial that a teacher considers the needs of all learners. It is also important to build checkpoints into the lessons where appropriate formative assessments will inform a teacher’s instructional pacing and delivery.


Text: Little Mouse’s Big Secret by Éric Batttut; Sterling Children’s Books, 2011.

Big Question: How do things around us change?
Standards:

RL.PK.1 With modeling and prompting, answer questions about details in a text. 

RL.PK.2 With modeling and support, retell familiar stories/poems. 

RL.PK.3 With modeling and support, identify characters, settings, and major events in a story.

Student Outcomes

· After reading, students will respond to text by recalling details through discussions, dramatizing, drawing, and writing.
· Students will order drawing showing major events from the beginning, middle and end of text.
· Students will identify and dramatize sequence of events using dialogue from characters in the story.
Lesson Ideas: Listen to or read aloud and act out the finger rhyme, Apple Tree by Dr. Jean (see attached).  Ask students to help make a list of animals in the story that came to talk to mouse about his apple. Make a simple drawing and write the name of each on a note card or on an interactive white board so that they can be moved around. Re-read the story, then have students help to check the list and place the visiting animals on the list in order. Write the repeated question from the story, “What are you hiding?” and discuss the use of a question mark at the end. Then have students act out the story in the correct sequence taking roles of the different animals repeating the question/answer dialogue. Discuss how mouse changes from the beginning to the end of the story. 

Sample Questions for Discussion

· What did mouse do with the apple at the beginning of the story?

· Why do you think mouse hid the apple at the beginning of the story?

· What happened to mouse after he hid the apple?

· What happened to the apple after mouse hid it? 
· What did mouse do with the apples at the end of the story? 
· Why do you think mouse wanted to share at the end of the story?
Create simple drawing of three events from the story with labels on a sentence strips or on an interactive white board tiles, then have students place them in the correct order. Sample text might include the following:
· Mouse hides the apple.

· The apple grows into a tree.

· Mouse shares the apples.
