Some Important Elementary Shifts
	Numbers
	Kindergarten now works with numbers to 100 instead of numbers to 31.

	Addition & Subtraction
	Fluency in addition and subtraction by end of Grade 2 (beginning in Kindergarten with fluency within 5)

	Money
	There is only one Standard that addresses the concept of money.  It occurs in Grade 2.  NOTE:  It is important that when studying skip counting in earlier grades, the use of nickels and dimes are incorporated in tasks to allow students to become familiar with these coins.

	Multiplication & Division
	Study of multiplication and division begins in Grade 3 with fluency within 100 expected by the END of Grade 3.

	Fractions
	Formal instruction of fractions begins in Grade 3 and is completed by the end of Grade 5. The goal is to move from the pictorial representation of fractions to the number line and numerical representation. Students move from the study of fractions to the study of rational numbers beginning in Grade 6.

	Patterns
	Although patterns have been heavily emphasized in past instruction, beyond skip counting, patterns are first addressed in Grades 3 & 4 as part of the Operations and Algebraic Domain and focus on number patterns rather than shape or color patterns.

	Probability
	Probability is no longer a part of the Elementary mathematics curriculum, but is addressed at the Middle School level.

	Focus by Content Cluster
	The ‘Focus by Content Cluster’ document shows the prioritization of the content at each grade level.  Some Clusters of Standards will require a greater amount of time for instruction.  Others will receive less time and focus. However, all will be assessed.
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
