
	Lesson Seed - Domain: Operations and Algebraic Thinking
    Cluster: Understand addition as putting together and adding to, and understand subtraction as taking apart and taking from.
Standard: K.OA.1 Represent addition and subtraction with objects, fingers, mental images, drawing, sounds (e.g.: claps), acting out situations, or verbal explanations, expressions, or equations.


	Purpose/Big Idea: Building students’ knowledge of “adding to” and “taking from” as processes of addition and subtraction.


	Materials:
· Rooster’s Off to See the World by Eric Carle
· 2-Color Counters
· Resource Sheet 1: 2-Color Counters (if double-sided counters are not available for use)
· Resource Sheet 6: Traditional Part-Part-Total Mat
· Resource Sheet 7: Part-Part-Total Mat (leading to number sentence structure)
· Resource Sheet 8: Part-Part-Total Mat (with spaces for operation and relation symbols
· Resource Sheet 9: Operation & Relation Symbols (for use with Resource Sheet 8) 


	Activity:
· Begin by reading the story Rooster’s Off to See the World. 
· Lead the class in a discussion about the animals joining the rooster and leaving the rooster, focusing on the terms “adding to” and “taking from.” 
· Select one of the three Part-Part-Total Mats based on which is most appropriate for your students to use.
· Model using counters and the Part-Part-Total mat to find the sum or difference for situation in the story, utilizing the vocabulary as you model.  
· The next activity can be done as a whole group, in small group, or cooperative groups. 
· Pass out mats and counters to students. 
· Reread the story, pausing to allow the students to use their counters and their mats to represent the story characters as they join and leave the group. 
· Afterwards, students can share their favorite part of the story, using the counters and mats to illustrate the story problem. 


	Guiding Questions:
· Are you going to be “adding to” or “taking from”? 
· How do you know?
· Are you groups getting larger or smaller? 
· Does your answer make sense? How do you know?
