
	Lesson Seed - Domain: Operations and Algebraic Thinking
    Cluster: Understand addition as putting together and adding to, and understand subtraction as taking apart and taking from.
Standard: K.OA.4 For any number from 1 to 9, find the number that makes 10 when added to the given number.


	Purpose/Big Idea: Building student’s knowledge that the number pairs that total ten are foundational for students’ ability to work fluently within base-ten numbers and operations.


	Materials: 
· Legos of different colors – all the same size;  or  
· Connecting Cubes (Not Unifix cubes)


	Activity: 
· Pair students and give them a bag of Legos or Connecting Cubes with a total of 20 (10 of each color).  
· Ask students to use 10 total bricks or cubes in any combination of colors.  
· Ask them to create a construction using the 10 pieces.  
· Allow time for students to share their constructions with the class.  
· Record on a class chart paper the different combinations students shared.
· Ask what the total was for each construction (10).
· Allow time for students to talk about all the different combinations that equal ten.
· Ask if there are any more combination that we could make and add to the list.


	Guiding Questions:  
· Have students use appropriate vocabulary when discussing equations.  
· How did you make ten?
· If I have 1 what do I need to make ten?  
· If I have 2, what do I need to make ten? etc. etc.  
· If 1 plus 9 makes 10, then 9 plus what number also makes 10? etc. etc.  
· How do you know?
· Does it make sense?
