
	Lesson Seed - Domain: Counting and Cardinality
    Cluster Compare Quantities
Standard: PK.CC.7 Explore relationships by comparing groups of objects up to 5 and then 10. Identify whether the number of objects in one group is greater than, less than, or equal to the number of objects in another group, e.g., by using matching and counting strategies (includes groups with up to 5 objects).


	Purpose/Big Idea: Making sets/ comparing unequal sets and using one to one correspondence. 


	Materials:
· Use plastic fruit counters as a manipulative


	Setting:
Small group (3-5 students)


	Activity:
· Give each student five fruit counters and ask the students to make a set of objects depending on how many he/she chooses. 
· Ask each student “how many fruit counters do you have in all”. 
· Ask the students individually “how do you know”. 
· The student will be expected to count the objects and tell how many in all.
· The students and teacher will repeat the process by making various sets using various quantities.  
· The teacher asks: “Who has more? Do you have more than the person beside you? How do you know?” 


	Guiding Questions:
· Who has more? 
· How do you know?
