
	Lesson Seed - Domain: Counting and Cardinality
    Cluster: Compare quantities
Standard: PK.CC.7 Explore relationships by comparing groups of objects up to 5 and then 10. Identify whether the number of objects in one group is greater than, less than, or equal to the number of objects in another group, e.g., by using matching and counting strategies (includes groups with up to 5 objects).


	Purpose/Big Idea: Comparing objects visually to determine if there is an equal amount of objects.


	Materials:
· Small manipulatives
· Resource Sheet 1: Place Mats - Two mats (one set should be placed on each mat)
· Resource Sheet 3: Yes and No Cards (one pair of cards per student)


	Activity: Is it Fair?
· Create two sets of small objects. (match box cars, plastic animals, blocks, etc)
· Place each set in front of one student.
· Ask the students “Are the sets fair?”
· Have students hold up a response card showing “Yes” or “no” to answer this question.
· Ask students to turn and talk to a partner explaining why they said “yes” or “no.”
· After students have shared with a partner, ask one or two of the children to explain their answer. (Some students may need to use one-to-one correspondence before they are able to respond to this question)

Extension: Provide partners with a set of objects (2-5, 2-10. Explain to the partners that they must share the items so that each set is the “same.”Allow the partners to problem solve in order to “share” the items. Remember to provide students with the opportunity to “share” sets of objects that are both even and odd. An odd set of objects will force them to have to discard an object or ask for another to make sets the “same” and “fair.”


	Guiding Questions: 
· “Are the sets fair?” 
· “Why” or “Why not.” 
· “Explain why you think they are fair. 
· Explain why you think they are not fair.
· Encourage the use of the vocabulary: more, less, same, equal,
