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STEM Standards of Practice Carousel Activity for School Teams
The outcomes for this activity are:

to have participants brainstorm and reflect on how STEM Standards of Practice can be applied to their discipline
to have principals note student behaviors associated with each Standard of Practice.

Materials:

· Individual Standards of Practice placed above (or on)the chart paper
· Markers

· Chart Paper divided into four square areas labeled STEM, ELA, Mathematics, Administration - mounted
Note: Use Standards of Practice 2 – 7 if you have six groups. Use 3 – 7 if you have five groups. 

Instruction:
Say: 

Standards from many disciplines were considered in the development of the STEM Standards of Practice. While STEM practices are to be used holistically, I am asking each school group to reflect on one standard at a time and consider how this Standard of Practice compliments the standards in your discipline. 

1. Send each school group to a chart that has been mounted on the wall with a Standard of Practice taped above it. 
2. Participants should identify their content area on the chart paper

3. Participants should review the STEM Standard of Practice assigned and answer the following questions which should be displayed by power point slide.
Say:

 Please read the Standard of Practice and respond to the following questions. Please provide examples in your responses.
STEM, Mathematics, and English Language Arts Participants:


How do you see this STEM Standard of Practice fitting into your discipline?

       Principal:

What student behaviors would you look for to determine that students are on the road to proficiency with this practice?

4. Groups should rotate every to a new chart every three minutes.

5. As participants review responses from other groups, they should place a check next to the ones they agree with. Continue rotating groups every 2-3 minutes; groups may need less time as they rotate through the charts. 

 If rotating school groups is not possible you may:

A. Rotate the charts  or   B.  Have groups read their Standard of Practice and recorded responses aloud (least favored).
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
