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	Lesson seeds are ideas that can be used to build a lesson aligned to the CCSS. Lesson seeds are not meant to be all-inclusive, nor are they substitutes for instruction.
When developing lessons from these seeds, teachers must consider the needs of all learners. It is also important to build checkpoints into the lessons where appropriate formative assessment will inform a teacher’s instructional pacing and delivery.

	Brief Description of the Seed
· Students create a visual interpretation of their literacy narratives using the following steps:
· Select or create images
· Plan the presentation using a storyboard
· Create a draft of the presentation
· Revise
· Document sources for visual images on a works cited page/slide or create “credits”
· Finalize and publish the visual narrative
· Possible products include a Photostory or Powerpoint presentation with narration, a collage, a map or journey or other Prezi
