Lesson Seed Prototype

Lesson seeds are ideas for the standards that can be used to build a lesson. Lesson seeds are not meant to be all-inclusive, nor are they substitutes for instruction. When developing lessons from these seeds it is crucial that a teacher considers Universal Design for Learning and the needs of all learners. It is also important to build checkpoints into the lessons where appropriate formative assessments will inform a teacher’s instructional pacing and delivery.


Text(s):  The Miracle Worker by William Gibson  (All page numbers are approximate depending on the version of the text used.)

Student Outcomes/Suggested Instructional Activities

· Have students share journal responses completed for homework.
· Consider using the Frayer Model to introduce the following vocabulary words that will be encountered in The Miracle Worker within this lesson: valedictorian; voluminous; dons the lot; caricature; stonily; imperious/imperiously; incensed; haymaker; folly; disheveled; chivalrous; oblivious.  
· Review the definitions of the words conflict; rising action; climax; falling action; resolution.   
· Explain to the students that thus far in the text, the characters have encountered several instances of conflict.  All of these minor conflicts contribute to the rising action of the whole story.  Even so, they all have their own individual resolutions.  Some of these conflicts are onetime events, and others will continue through the plot.  Also remind students that conflicts can be categorized as internal and external conflicts. Further explain that external conflicts can be categorized as either physical or verbal. Clarify and reinforce these categories as needed. 

· Create a chart similar to the one show below.  Model completing the first conflict identified in the first row of the chart.

· Pair students to perform the same analysis of the conflict from pages 11-(top of) 14. 

· Have students independently complete the analysis of the conflict from pages 14-16. 

· Direct the students to work with a partner or in small groups to complete the chart for the following sections (page 22, 31-33, 36-middle of 39, middle of 39-top of 40).  Allow the students to share, discuss, and clarify their answers in small groups.
· Regroup as a class and have the students share, discuss, and clarify their answers.  Consider taking notes on a class chart at the overhead as students are sharing their ideas.
· Assessment: Have students respond to the following question in a journal entry or as an Exit Ticket:
· Select one of the conflicts from the activity that you indicated would most likely reoccur.  Explain why this particular conflict will most likely reoccur and predict how it will affect the plot. Cite evidence from the selection to support your response.
· Ask students to orally share some obstacles that Anne and/or Kate Keller have had to overcome so far in Act 1.    

· Homework: Assign students pp. 40-the end of Act I to read at home.
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
